Renovations on the Rise

Upgrades Unveiled at Western Park Apartments,
Town Park Towers Remodel Begins in November
his April, residents, staff, and special guests
gathered at Western Park Apartments (\WPA)
for a ribbon-cutting ceremony to celebrate
the building’s official re-opening after an extensive
15-month renovation project. WPA’s new look
includes a modern reception area, new offices, library,
multi-purpose room, computer room, art studio, and
rooftop gardens—plus new kitchens and bathrooms'in
many apartments. _

WPA’s new look offers a preview of changes to
come at Town Park Towers (TPT), our next affordable
housing community scheduled for renovations. “What
we're experiencing at WPA is a re-igniting of an already
vibrant community,” said Janet Howley, Vice Presi-
dent of Affordable Housing and Community Services.
“Residents are using the updated spaces for all sorts
of activities, from Tai Chi and ping pong in the new
multi-purpose room to online research in the computer
lab. They’re even more active and engaged. We expect
this will also be true for TPT after their renovations are
complete.”

Construction at TPT is scheduled to begin this No-
vember. New windows, paint, and balcony repairs will
give the 42-year-old TPT a fresh new exterior. Other
updates include a computer room, dedicated resident
meeting room, exercise room, staff room, new appli-
ances, new HVAC, and solar panels. Each of TPT’s 216
units will receive an updated kitchen, new paint, lights,
and flooring. Twenty-two apartments will be converted
‘into ADA-compliant units.

These projects are another way NCPHS is respond-
ing to the needs and preferences of the seniors we serve.
“These improvements are part of our commitment to
provide residents and staff with a safe, attractive envi-
ronment,” said Yamiko Westland, Director of Facili-

ties.
